I want to stress the importance of maintaining appropriate student behavior at Jonas Salk Middle School.  To be fair to 
everyone, I would like students, parents, and guardians to know the consequences for eighth grade students who 
misbehave this year.  Students who fail to act as responsible citizens of our learning community will lose various eight-
grade privileges. Continued misbehavior could result in a student’s loss of the privileges to attend the graduation 
ceremony in June. A copy of this 8th grade contract may be found on our website.  Please note the following 
guidelines that will be followed when deciding if students will lose privileges. 
 
ACADEMICS: 
Students who fail two (2) or more subjects for the year will lose all eight-grade events and graduation privileges. 
 
GROSS INSUBORDIATION: 
1. First Incident:  Loss of eighth-grade event 
2. Second Incident: Loss of ALL eighth-grade events 
 
FIGHTING: 
1. First Incident:  Loss of eighth-grade event 
2. Second Incident: Loss of ALL eighth-grade events 
 
NUMBER OF DAYS SUSPENDED: 
1.  A combined total of six (6) in-school and out-of-school suspensions:  Loss of eighth-grade event 
2. A combined total of nine (9) in-school and out-of-school suspensions:  Loss of ALL eighth-grade events 

 
NUMBER OF SUSPENSION REFFERALS: 
1. Three (3) separate referrals that result in an in-school or out-of-school suspension:  Loss of eighth-grade event 
2. Four (4) separate referrals that result in an in-school or out-of-school suspension:  Loss of ALL eighth-grade events 
 
DETENTIONS: 
1. Eight (8) separate referrals or a combined total of eighteen (18) days of detentions:  Loss of eighth-grade event 
2. Nine (9) separate referrals or a combined total of twenty (20) days of detentions:  Loss of ALL eighth-grade events
