Phase II Renovation project update.
Mrs. Hibbard stated the project update will be presented by Fred Riordan, who will review the bid results, which were the result of many hours work by Fred, Cindy Transue, Laura, and Mike James.

Fred Riordan reported on the success of the bid opening with a 21.73% favorable variance equaling approximately $7.8 million dollars, which also includes the bus garage project costs.  The favorable variance is a result of a competitive bid market, the district utilizing 12 prime contractors reducing subcontractor mark-up, and bids under the summer 2008 original project inflationary estimate at 9% for three years equaling 27%.  Fred Riordan reviewed the apparent low bid matrix with the Board.

Stephanie Champney stated she was pleased to see local contractors as low bidders.  Fred Riordan stated the direct impact is approximately 100 full time jobs for the area for two years.
