As we continue to adjust our educational practices, in the result that a student or students are
medically excluded, we will be moving forward with this plan in the new year. With that being
stated, please review the following information in preparation:

e If a student is medically excluded, the expectation will be that the student(s) joins a
portion of every scheduled class, via Zoom, for that given day/days. This will be in
place of the morning HIVE zoom meeting that we have been implementing.

e Along with students being expected to join the class via zoom, the expectation is also
that cameras are kept and turned on for the duration of time that the student is with
his/her teachers and classmates.

e The reasons for turning cameras on are many: Increased productivity, the creation and
maintenance of more personal connections, while also reducing a sense of
isolation...to name a few.

e If a student does not log into the zoom portion of the class, they will be marked
absent.
