The‌ ‌South‌ ‌Central‌ ‌401‌ ‌Board‌ ‌of‌ ‌Education‌ ‌voted‌ ‌tonight,‌ ‌8/31‌ ‌to‌ ‌comply‌‌ 
with‌ ‌the‌ ‌mandate‌ ‌that‌ ‌all‌ ‌persons‌ ‌age‌ ‌2‌ ‌and‌ ‌up‌ ‌entering‌ ‌an‌ ‌Illinois‌ ‌public‌ ‌or‌‌ 
private‌ ‌school‌ ‌must‌ ‌wear‌ ‌a‌ ‌face‌ ‌covering.‌  ‌This‌ ‌was‌ ‌an‌ ‌impossible‌ ‌decision,‌‌ 
however,‌ ‌the‌ ‌fiscal‌ ‌responsibility‌ ‌and‌ ‌consequences‌ ‌aimed‌ ‌at‌ ‌our‌ ‌students‌‌ 
left‌ ‌little‌ ‌options.‌  ‌Beginning‌ ‌Wednesday,‌ ‌9/1‌ ‌masks‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌required‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌‌ 
worn‌ ‌by‌ ‌all‌ ‌students,‌ ‌staff,‌ ‌and‌ ‌visitors‌ ‌inside‌ ‌South‌ ‌Central‌ ‌School‌ ‌buildings‌‌ 
at‌ ‌all‌ ‌attendance‌ ‌centers.‌‌ ‌
