WALWORTH POLICY:  342.2
HOMEBOUND INSTRUCTION
In recognizing its responsibility to provide a complete and appropriate education for all children of Walworth Jt. District #1, the Board of Education shall provide programs and services for all children in need of identified homebound instructional services.  The District shall ensure that all supportive and related services needed to assist an individual student to benefit from homebound services be provided in an ongoing manner. 



The District’s Homebound Instruction Program will be coordinated through the District Administrator’s Office in consultation with the guidance personnel and classroom teachers.  Once a student has been identified in need of Homebound Instruction, a specialized education plan will be developed and implemented.  This plan will stipulate the amount of services, times, etc. to provide optimal instruction for each child.  The plan, prior to being implemented, will be communicated to the student’s parent(s) or guardian(s).

Homebound instruction will be provided for those District-enrolled students who qualify under state laws and regulations.  Homebound instruction is considered an alternative service to be provided only during specific periods of time when the student can not attend school.

The Walworth Board of Education will grant school credit for homebound instruction if the amount of study time, direct instruction and/or the number and quality of completed work assignments is equivalent to that normally received in the classroom.

Specific goals of homebound instruction are as follows:

1. To assist the student to maintain academic functioning at as normal a level as possible during the time he/she is unable to attend school.

2. To promote communication between the student and the school so that he/she feels a part of the school community.
Homebound instruction shall be arranged through the District Administrator.

Students enrolled in the District and their parent(s)/guardian(s) shall be notified at the beginning of each school year of the curriculum modifications available and of the procedures for requesting such modifications.
