FORMAL REVIEW OF ALL ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY

EDUCATION ACT (ESEA) FUNDED PROGRAMS

Walworth Jt. District #1 believes in the value of allowing for optimal involvement of all District stakeholders (Board Members, Administration, Title Staff, Teachers, Support Staff, Parents, and Community Members) in the review of student achievement and in the review of the effectiveness of each Title Program funded by the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).  To accomplish this ongoing review process, the District will:

1. annually, in the fall of each year, create and disseminate a series of assessment seminars that accurately summarize both current and longitudinal student achievement on all of the District’s standardized testing at grades 2 and 6 along with the required state testing at grades 3-8;

2. annually, include the student achievement test results in the District’s required Performance Report; and

3. annually, discuss, review and disseminate the results of the Title I Reading/Math and Limited English Proficiency (LEP) Program’s Parent Advisory Council (PAC) findings
