







WALWORTH POLICY  362.1

RESOURCE SHARING AND INTERLIBRARY LOAN AGREEMENT
This document serves as an agreement between the libraries of the Big Foot Area Schools in the spirit of cooperation and resource sharing.  Interlibrary loan is deemed necessary to provide a larger range of materials to meet informational needs otherwise not presently available at all schools.  Interlibrary loan should not be viewed as a substitute for collection development.  Although this policy is voluntary, it is based on the premise that it is in the best interest of the student of the Big Foot Area Schools that the individual libraries collectively share their resources to further enhance the educational needs of the administration, faculty, and students.

Although the requested material may currently have an “in” status, it is not mandatory that the material be provided if the librarian considers it to be an item that will be used in the near future by a student or faculty member at the host school.

The consortium schools will lend materials to other libraries but the needs of the lending library must be considered first priorities.

All materials will be handled in compliance with current Big Foot Area Schools copyright policy.

Definition

Interlibrary loan is the procedure by which one library may request and borrow materials from another library for the use by an individual.

The school library will ordinarily not loan the following:

· Books in current and recurring demand that have extensive holds and waiting lists.

· Reference materials.

· Antique books.

· Materials on reserve for group or class use.

· Non-print materials at the elementary and middle school levels.

Lending libraries:

· The decision to loan material is at the discretion of the host library media specialist.  The library will be as generous as possible with due consideration to the interests of its primary clientele.

· The library is not expected to process subject requests.

· The library will process requests promptly.

· The LMS must approve all interlibrary loans.

Borrowers:

· Borrowing school library media centers and patrons of those centers will make every effort to exhaust their own resources before requesting from another library.

· Borrowing school library media centers and patrons return materials promptly and are financially responsible for materials lost or damaged.
