The district received an Inclusive Transitional Kindergarten grant for the 2022-23 school year. The new TK program serves 4-year-old students attending a full day program 8:00-2:50 Mon-Fri. Classes began August 31st with 25 students currently enrolled in the program. 

The district is offering one preschool AM class for the 2022-23 school year, serving 3-4-year-old students. Preschool classes began September 6th 8:15-11:15 Mon-Fri, with 14 students currently receiving services.
We are excited to welcome Kate Luttrell as the district’s new Early Learning Liaison. She will work part time coordinating early learning services for the district and cultivating community partnerships with local stakeholders.

6th grade class spent the day at the Okanogan County Fair on Thursday, September 8th.  
6th grade staff and Ms. Jamison attended to provide academic support and animal knowledge.  

Ripen strong community partnerships
The school animal barn continues to be a struggle to secure all the funding needed.  Currently the costs are about $400K more than we have.  We went out to bid two different times, each time being too costly for the project.  We requested more funding from the state but not until next year and the inflationary costs will hopefully go down by pushing this project to next summer.  The district will continue to look for ways to get this done.
Over 100 students, with parents, attended the Middle School Open House and 6th Grade Orientation.
Middle School coaches of Fall sports attended to recruit student/athletes.
AVID Recycling program is continuing this school year for the MS.
Employ a school culture where every student is respected, safe and academically challenged.
We continue to advertise for two (2) para professionals and one (1) bus driver.   

We have 32 HS boys out for football so we are looking for a 2nd assistant coach.	

We simply do not have enough substitute teachers to cover the absences.  
2nd Step program is currently underway to provide much needed Social Emotional Learning to our Middle School students.
School Safety:
We are currently exploring costs and plans for increased safety:
1. Security door replacement for the portable buildings at the elementary. (A, B, and C buildings).
2. Upgrading the intercom systems at the elementary and expand the intercom system to include the MS portables. 
3. Expand the chain link fencing on the elementary side of the HS parking lot. 
4. Installing VAPE sensors in the MS and HS.  
5. Upgrade the lighting in the HS gym.
