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What time does school begin?

Our instructional day begins at 7:50am. Just as you have to report to work on time,
your child needs to be on time. This means that children are in class and working by
7:50 sharp.

Attendance Policy

Students checked in on or between 7:51 a.m.- 10:30 a.m. shall be marked tardy.
Students checked in/out on or between 10:31 a.m.- 1:29 p.m. shall be marked % day
absent.

Students checked out on or between 1:30 p.m.- 2:00 p.m. shall be marked tardy.

6 tardies = 1 absence

What time does school end?

The dismissal bell rings at 2:30pm. You are welcome to wait for your child in the (s
pick-up line. Please refrain from walking up to the school doors during after school
pick-up.

***Emergencies happen! Please let us know if you will be late picking up your child.

What are the check-out procedures?

If a student should need to leave the campus prior to 2:00 p.m., only the
parent/guardian or emergency contact person listed on the pupil data card will be
allowed to sign the student out. Please have a form of identification available. YOU
MUST SHOW ID. Leaving school early should be for doctor appointments, sickness, or
emergencies only. Please do not interrupt your child's education due to your other
children or work schedules. Early check-outs do keep a student from earning perfect
attendance each quarter!

Where does my child go in the morning?
All car riders MUST enter the school through the cafeteria daogs arriving before
the tardy bell. When you send them in another door, you are setting them up to get in
trouble. They may arrive between 7:00 and 7:50. Upon entering, they may eat
breakfast and/or go to their designated area and wait for the bell to ring.

Starting Tuesday, September 4, 2018, Indian Hills students will walk by themselves to
their designated area or classroom, depending on the time. K-1 students may
independently enter through the doors near the gym 7:20 a.m. — 7:50. Students will be
supervised. This promotes independence, keeps hallways clear, and allows the teachers
to begin instruction promptly at 7:50 a.m. If you need to visit with a teacher, please call
the office to set up a conference, send a ClassDojo message, or email the teacher.
School hours are 7:50 a.m. — 2:30 p.m. If your child arrives after 7:50 a.m., you must
walk in with them and sign them in at the office. Children may not be checked out after
2:00 p.m.

How does the traffic line work? (Student Pick-up and Drop-off)
As all of our veteran Indian Hills Parents know drop off and pick —up can be overwhelming.
We have worked with the city, district, police, parents and community for input and
support. First and foremost we care about the safety of every child, parent, and staff
member! Please follow these helpful tips:
e Please enter/exit from the intersection of Osage Drive and Wigwam.

e During drop off and pick up, please only make right turns into the school drive. Please
do not turn onto Wigwam from Indian Hills Blvd.

During drop off and pick up, no electronics (radio, cell, texting)

All children should come into the building through the cafeteria no matter their grade

Be courteous to other drivers

The doors open at 7:00

No dropping off in the back parking lot

If your child changes from day to day on how they are getting home, make sure that the

office or child’s teacher clearly understands the plan. It is not good enough to just

inform your child on the plan.

e No parking in the row of parking spots from the first crosswalk to the end of the parking
lot. This is to improve line of sight. We have two handicapped spots on the front row.

® No parking in grass areas around the building

® No parking on Indian Hills drive from the corner next to Kroger’s to the end of the school
property on either side of the road from 7:20-3:30.

® Please use the crosswalk from the church parking lot across Wigwam.

e Exiting our parking lot is a right turn only!

Dismissal Procedure

e There are 4 choices for how your child will get home: car rider, walker, bus and
daycare. THERE IS NO LONGER A PARENT PICK UP.

e Car riders will exit out of the front of the building and wait under the covered awning.
WE WILL HAVE 2 LANES OF CARS FOR PICK UP.

e Walkers will exit the building in 2 areas: 1) If you live on the Osage side, you will be
dismissed by the gym. 2) If you live on the Kroger side, you will be dismissed by the art
room.

e Bus riders will meet in the cafeteria and have assigned bus tables.



e Daycare will be dismissed to the gym.
Special Situations

e If we are having a significant rain event, students will remain inside and will be called
from the cafeteria (if they are a car rider). The best option is to stay in the car line. We
know this is chaotic, but again this is done to protect your child. If it is raining one of us
will be outside helping.

e If we are experiencing dangerous weather (i.e., lightning, tornado warning, or hail) staff
and students will remain inside until it is safe for you to pick up.

**0n these bad weather dismissals, please retrieve your children and exit quickly. This is not
an appropriate time for a teacher conference. Teachers are helping monitor students and in
some cases comforting upset children.

As always, we are aware of the law of unintended consequences, when you fix one thing
something else breaks! We will monitor and adjust when we discover issues.

The success of our traffic plan is dependent on EVERY parent following
the rules!

What should | do if my child is absent?
When your child returns to school, please send a note explaining the reason
for the absence.
*See Parent/Student handbook for the policy on absences.

May | bring special treats for my child’s birthday?
In following the federal Wellness Law, we are NOT allowed to have treats at school for
student birthdays. You are still welcome to pass out invitations at the end of the school
day, as long as everystudent in the class is invited.

Will my child have holiday parties?
Two parties are allowed by NLRSD and they are for Christmas and Valentine’s Day. Your
child will bring a note home to inform you of the date and time of these parties, as well
as ways parents can help and participate.

May | bring balloons & gifts for my child?
We ask that you please NOT bring or have balloons or gifts delivered to school. They can
be a distraction to the school day. These items are NOT allowed in the classrooms or on
the buses. We will NOT accept balloons or gifts that are brought or delivered to school.
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What is the procedure for visitors coming into the school?

We welcome all parents and guardians to come to the school although, after school
begins at 7:50 am, all visitors and guests must be out of the building unless they have checked
in at the main office and have a “visitor” sticker. You will no longer be able to walk your
child/children to class after this time. They will be required to obtain a tardy slip in the main
office and report directly to class alone. This is to help keep your child safe! A copy of a
court order is required to enforce visitor restrictioRtease see an administrator if you

have any special concerns. Please understand that you must have an appointment for all
visits with your child/children’s teacher(s). Please refrain from stopping your child’s teacher in
the morning before school, at lunch, and after school. Each teacher has various duties
throughout the day and must be available for supervision purposes. Appointments can be
made: in the main office, through Classroom Dojo, and by emailing or calling the teacher
directly.

Remember, when you sign in to have lunch with your student(s) it is for a 20 minute block of
time only. Please be aware of your time as there are several parents waiting on the next block
of time. Again, this is not a time for you to conference with teachers. The 20 minute lunch
block does not include recess. Also, please refrain from going to recess with your child.

When is recess?
Your child has two recesses a day totaling 45-60 minutes.

“  How do | address concerns about my child?
We need to be aware of any concerns that you have in order to address them. Please
first contact your child’s teacher. If you would like to meet with a teacher please make
an appointment via the Main Office or with the teacher. Please refrain from
“surprising” teachers before and after school with concerns. Those times are reserved
for mandatory meetings and instructional planning. If you need more clarification or
assistance, the school counselor is at the school daily. If you still have concerns after
consulting with the teacher and counselor, the principal and assistant principal are here
to help!

What are the guidelines for Quest?
The NLRSD believes that developing the unique potential of the gifted and talented
student requires differentiated educational programs and/or services beyond those
normally provided by the regular school program. Students may be referred for the
Quest program in December and January by anyone who knows the student. After
being referred, a screening process occurs that includes reviewing standardized test



scores, grades, questionnaires, observations, and additional testing. For more
information about this program, please contact the Quest facilitator.

How do | know what is going on at school?
Several ways! We send home a monthly calendar with as much information as possible.
But of course, many things come up after that is printed, so watch for new information,
reminders, and updates in your child’s school folder. Also check on the school facebook
page, our PTA facebook page, school messenger, and class dojo. Important dates are
also put on the marquee each month...check it out when you drive through in the

morning!

The North Little Rock School District Child Nutrition Department is excited to partner with MealViewer to provide
interactive menus with our students, parents & staff. Breakfast and lunch menus are viewed and printed separately
with the option to control the size of the font for printing. Any menu item that is clicked on will show all the nutrient
contents. This program has a great feature to show the allergens that are listed on the menus. If the “Allergens” tab is
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clicked on the top left of the screen, any allergens that a student may be allergic to can be clicked on, and a red line
thru the menu item containing the allergen will appear! This program will also calculate carbohydrates in a meal for
students with diabetes. Another great feature is the “Let’s add it up” tab where you can choose menu items for a
meal and see the grand total of calories, fat, etc. contained in the meal. A link to a MealViewer instructional video will
be added to the website under NLRSD Menus.

May | visit my child’s classroom? Parents, you are always welcomed to visit your child’s
class. To ensure uninterrupted instruction, parent classroom visits are limited to 15
minutes. There will be a separate binder in the office for classroom observations for you
to sign in. You will also need a visitors pass with the start and finish time of your
observation.

How do | speak with my child’s teacher?
If you would like to talk with your child’s teacher or set up a conference, you may call
the school and leave a message for her/him, you may send a note with your child, or
send an email (see the first pages for email address&sy may also send a message
through class dojo. There is also a comment line on your child’s Tuesday folder and in
their student planner. It is critical that we do not interrupt instructional time. Please
refrain from “surprising” teachers before and after school with concerns. Those times
are reserved for mandatory meetings and instructional planning

When are formal school conferences?
This year scheduled school conferences will be held September 20(PCAS)&21 and
February 7(PCAS)&12(PCAS) for elementary students. It is very important to your child’s
educational success for a parent or guardian to attend these meetings. Please watch for
notes about the days and times and make every effort to attend.
*PCAS- Parent Conference After School

Parent conferences and other school sponsored events are critical for staying informed
about your child’s progress, viewing samples of your child’s work, and sharing ideas for

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improvement. As conferences are usually tightly scheduled, be sure to arrive on time or
early to get the most of the meeting.

Remember one of the main purposes of the parent conferences is to address your
concerns. So, don’t feel as if you are putting the teacher out by asking questions. If you
have specific questions, make a list beforehand. This will ensure all your concerns are
addressed.

Also, don’t be shy if you have advice to offer about your child. No one knows your child
better than you do, and the teacher will benefit greatly from your ideas.

What are the guidelines for Parent Helpers and Volunteering?
Parent helpers are a valuable asset to our school. When working in the school,
parent helpers should do so on the understanding that their role is to support the
teachers and the school’s program. If you would like to be a parent helper/volunteer
we request that you follow these guidelines to ensure a successful experience for all.

Please:

Contact Julie Drake at drakej@nlrsd.org to inquire about a required background
check.

Do not pass opinions on such matters as discipline or teaching styles outside the
classroom or school.

Avoid comparing children and their work.

Do not read any child’s communication book or diary.

Do not text or approach a parent of a child after assisting in the classroom.

Give all children equal time and attention where possible.

Encourage children to be independent - we expect children to try everything
themselves before we help them.

Be aware that you may not always be working with your own child.

Do not lift, carry or move a child in any way.

Tell the classroom teacher if a child discusses a matter that concerns you.

Be aware that some days/times may not suit individual classroom teachers.

Do not bring siblings while you are volunteering.

Confidentiality is essential for all parent helpers working within the school. You may see
children struggling with work, becoming upset or misbehaving. You might also hear/see other
information concerning a child while you are helping at school. It is vital that you do not share
anything about specific children other than with the classroom teacher. The class teacher has
the responsibility of informing parents of any concerns about a child.
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What is “Bobcat Bash?”
Bobcat Bash is a reward system set up by the teachers in each grade level. It is a time to
reward those who have shown appropriate behavior during instructional time. It is up to
your teacher’s team to decide the day and time to celebrate.

What if my child needs to take medicine at school?
A signed form must be completed and given to the school before we can dispense
medicine. Please do not send medicine with your child unless you have talked with the
school nurse and have completed this form. You can get the form from the school office
or off the district website- www.nlrsd.org

FEVER POLICY
e [f your child is sick with fever or flu-like symptoms, please keep
them home and notify the school of the illness
e Students will not be allowed to return to school until they are
symptom free without medication for 24 hours

Where is lost and found located?
Lost and found for clothing items will be located in the cafeteria. All items of value will
be kept in the main office. Students who have lost an item should check the lost and
found to see if their possessions have been found. It is suggested that coats, clothing,
lunch boxes, and other items are labeled in the event that they are lost. Items not
picked up in a reasonable amount of time will be donated to a charitable organization
on a quarterly basis.

What is the cell phone policy for students?
Students are not permitted to possess a cell phone for any reason during the school day. If
students bring a phone for after school activities, they are required to immediately turn it in
to their classroom teacher. They may retrieve their phone at the end of each day. Any
student caught violating this policy will have their cell phone confiscated.

e First Violation: The cell phone will be confiscated and given back only when the parent

comes by to pick it up.
e Multiple Violations: Forfeiture of the cell phone until the end of the last day the quarter.
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Phone Use by Students

Students are permitted to use the phone in the main office in an emergency (student is sick or
hurt) or when given permission in writing by a teacher. All arrangements for after-school
activities should be made before coming to school in the morning.

What are the standardized tests and their dates?

Current state and federal laws require the administration of two types of standardized
tests. The state mandated NWEA test will be given to grades K-5 three times
throughout the school year. The state mandated ACT Aspire test will be given to grades
3-5. They will be given this year in April or May, depending on the grade level.

How often are Honor Roll Assemblies and what is the criteria?

Honor Roll assemblies are held at the end of each nine weeks for grades 1-5 and are
based on the following subjects: Reading, English, Spelling, Math, Science/Health, and
Social Studies. If a student receives all A’s, all B’s or a combination of A’s and B’s, he/she
will be placed on the honor roll. Behavior effects placement on Honor Roll. If a student
receives a long form, they do not earn an Honor Roll certificate or the reward for Honor
Roll.

Perfect Attendance, Most Improved, and/or Bobcat Awards are also recognized at this
assembly.

The staff and students of Indian Hills Elementary School believe that everyone has the right to
experience a safe and friendly school environment.

Discipline Procedures

When a student violates classroom/school rules for the first time, teachers will discuss the infraction
with the student and document the incident as the first notice on the district issued short form. In
the event a student commits an additional infraction, the teacher will contact the parent to discuss the
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issue and document the parent/teacher conference as a second and third notice on the district
issued short form. A parent must be contacted for all infractions after the initial infraction.

If a fourth infraction occurs, the infraction must be documented on the district long form. At this

point all previous short forms (that lead to the long form) must be attached to the long form. If the

student is disrupting the class to the point where learning cannot take place in the classroom, they
may be sent to speak with the school counselor.

Title | — Improving The Academic Achievement Of The Disadvantaged

SEC. 101. IMPROVING THE ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT OF THE DISADVANTAGED.

Title 1 of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) is amended
to read as follows:

TITLE I--IMPROVING THE ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT OF THE DISADVANTAGED

SEC. 1001. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE.

The purpose of this title is to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to
obtain a high-quality education and reach, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging State academic
achievement standards and state academic assessments. This purpose can be accomplished by —
(1) ensuring that high-quality academic assessments, accountability systems, teacher preparation
and training, curriculum, and instructional materials are aligned with challenging State academic
standards so that students, teachers, parents, and administrators can measure progress against
common expectations for student academic achievement;

(2) meeting the educational needs of low-achieving children in our Nation's highest-poverty schools,
limited English proficient children, migratory children, children with disabilities, Indian children,
neglected or delinquent children, and young children in need of reading assistance;

(3) closing the achievement gap between high- and low-performing children, especially the
achievement gaps between minority and non-minority students, and between disadvantaged children
and their more advantaged peers;

(4) holding schools, local educational agencies, and States accountable for improving the academic
achievement of all students, and identifying and turning around low-performing schools that have
failed to provide a high-quality education to their students, while providing alternatives to students in
such schools to enable the students to receive a high-quality education;

(5) distributing and targeting resources sufficiently to make a difference to local educational agencies
and schools where needs are greatest;

(6) improving and strengthening accountability, teaching, and learning by using State assessment
systems designed to ensure that students are meeting challenging State academic achievement and
content standards and increasing achievement overall, but especially for the disadvantaged;

(7) providing greater decision making authority and flexibility to schools and teachers in exchange for
greater responsibility for student performance;

(8) providing children an enriched and accelerated educational program, including the use of school
wide programs or additional services that increase the amount and quality of instructional time;

(9) promoting schoolwide reform and ensuring the access of children to effective, scientifically based
instructional strategies and challenging academic content;

(10) significantly elevating the quality of instruction by providing staff in participating schools with
substantial opportunities for professional development;

(11) coordinating services under all parts of this title with each other, with other educational services,
and, to the extent feasible, with other agencies providing services to youth, children, and families; and
(12) affording parents substantial and meaningful opportunities to participate in the education of their
children.
