No matter the situation, the specialists at 211 

listen, identify underlying problems, and connect 

people with resources and services in their 

community that improve their lives.  In 2021 alone, 

211 answered over 4,500 calls, helping people with 

life-changing support. 

211 does more than "patch people through" to 

agencies.  Instead, 211 specialists are trained to 

identify the root cause of a problem - and connect 

them with a wide range of available resources that 

meet all of the underlying needs, not just the one 

that prompted the call, chat or email.
