Call to Order 
President Kieffer called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
Approve the Consent Agenda

Item 6b1. Campbell & Johnson Fee Proposals and 7g. CCMS Cheer Uniforms Disposal were added to the agenda.  Motion was made by Ohlde, seconded by Taddiken, to approve the consent agenda as amended.  Motion carried 7-0.  The consent agenda includes the following:  adopt the agenda, approve minutes, accept the treasurer’s report, approval of gifts and grants, approval of bills, and correspondence review.  
USD 224 Celebrations/Recognitions-FBLA Nationals
Emily Genereux and Haley Hollon were present to share with the board about their experience this past summer at the National FBLA Conference in Baltimore.  
FFA Fort Worth Trip

Arika Haresnape was present to ask the board for their permission for the seven 2017-18 FFA top points earners to go to Fort Worth, Texas for a rewards trip.  FFA and FFA alumni will cover hotel and entry fees to activities.  Motion was made by Knoettgen, seconded by Wernecke, to approve the FFA rewards trip to Fort Worth, Texas on February 6-10, 2019 as presented.  Motion carried 7-0.

Administrator’s Reports

Mr. Baker:  Mr. Baker shared with the board that the current district enrollment is 338.  Depending on the September 20th FTE, the district may have to republish the budget due to the unforeseen enrollment increase.   Mr. Baker shared the district emergency safety flyer that is posted throughout the buildings that will assist students and staff with the required tornado, fire, and crisis drills that must be completed this year.
Old Business

Review of Kansas Open Meetings Act
The board watched a KASB video on the Powers of the Board.
6 Year Plan
The board reviewed the 6 year plan of capital improvement purchases and projects.  The high school gym ceiling and the high school science room remodel are on the FY19 list.  Eric Johnson with Campbell & Johnson Engineers has been in district to review the two projects and submitted their fee proposals for the board to consider for the projects to be completed in the summer of 2019.  If both projects are agreed upon their total fee will be reduced by 5%.   

The high school science room remodel will require by law a mechanical engineer to be involved in the project, which that fee is included in Campbell & Johnson’s proposal.
Motion was made by Ohlde, seconded by Knoettgen, to approve the fee proposal with Campbell & Johnson Engineers for the High School Science Room Remodel at a cost not to exceed $12,265.00 stipulating that Campbell & Johnson split out on their proposal the cost design development fees and the bid/construction documentation fees for the board to clarify that the later are billed only if the project is bid and awarded.  Motion carried 7-0.
Motion was made by Ohlde, seconded by Knoettgen, to approve the fee proposal with Campbell & Johnson Engineers for the Installation of a Ceiling in the High School Gymnasium at a cost not to exceed $9,735.00 stipulating that Campbell & Johnson split out on their proposal the cost design development fees and the bid/construction documentation fees for the board to clarify that the later are billed only if the project is bid and awarded.  Motion carried 6-1.  Genereux cast the nay vote.

New/Miscellaneous

Transportation Report
Matthew Jorgenson discussed the current vehicle fleet with the board.  He informed the board that with the bus purchases made last year that no bus purchases should need to be made for a few years.  The 2006 Ford Van and the 1999 Dodge Pickup are up for replacement this year.  Matthew presented bid specs for the board to review for replacement of the maintenance/transportation pickup.  The bid specs would be sent to the two local dealers and the bids would be considered at the October board meeting.  Motion was made by Genereux, seconded by Taddiken, to bid the maintenance pickup as presented.  Motion carried 6-1.  Fahey cast the nay vote.
Kansas Report Card
Mr. Baker shared with the board the results from the 5-year postsecondary progress report for 2011-2015 and 2012-2016.  With the 2012-2016 report, the district is meeting the five year effective rate as measured by KSDE.
Leadership Team
The District Leadership Team and District Site Council memberships were presented to the board.  Motion was made by Fahey, seconded by Ohlde, to approve the District Leadership Team and Site Council as presented.  Motion carried 7-0.

The KASB Fall Regional Meeting agenda was discussed.  Board members are to notify Denise or Mr. Baker if they would like to attend a meeting.
