Online registration opens Monday, March 6, 2023, at 10:00 a.m. for the 2023-2024 School Year. The
registration window will remain open until Friday, April 14, 2023, at 3:00 pm.

**Please note you can not complete online registration on a cell phone.**

To register returning student(s), please log in to your PowerSchool Parent Portal. You need to register each
returning student(s) by selecting "Returning Student Registration" on the page's left side.

You will need to complete the registration form for each one of your students. If you have multiple students
to register, return to your PowerSchool Parent Portal, switch students, and follow the same steps. If a new
D102 student is entering the district, you must complete the returning students' registration FIRST before
starting a New Student Registration.

New for the 23-24 school year, if you lease a property or reside with someone within D102 boundaries, we
request that you submit an updated lease or the Residency Affidavits each year.

If your address has changed from what we have on file, you must provide new residency documents. You
can upload new residency documentation as a part of this online registration or drop off those documents at
your child's school of attendance.

Residency information may be requested from returning families after the online registration has been
submitted. Please note - registration is not complete until all requested paperwork is submitted.
