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The fifth grade is collecting box tops if you want to cut them out and 



bring them to school.  
A student does not have to use the worksheet paper I print off for 



them with boxes on it.  They may use notebook paper to complete their 
assignment.  A student may retake their math test no matter what score 
they received on their test. If a student scores less than 15 correct on a 
test, I require them to meet with me to go over problems and then retake 
another test. Math tests occur after lesson increments of 5. As the students 
continue on through their textbook and get to a problem they do not know, 
they can look at the small number in parenthesis underneath the problem 
number. This small number tells them the lesson in which the problem 
came from and will have examples and how to solve the problem in those 
examples. This is a great tool for them to use. Parents can at any time look 
over students’ homework, identify mistakes, and have the student correct 
those mistakes before class the next day.

What in the world is a GENRE? 
 



Genre is how books are categorized by similarities of content. 
 



Books fall into two categories: Fiction and Non-Fiction 
Fiction and Non-Fiction are divided into more specific categories. 



 
FICTION 



Realistic Fiction – a story that uses made up characters but could happen in real life. 
Historical Fiction – a fictional story that takes place in a particular period of time in the 
past. The time period and setting are real, but the characters are made up from the authors 
imagination. 
Fantasy – a story including elements that are impossible including talking animals or magical                    
powers. 
Science Fiction – a type of fantasy that uses science and technology. 
Mystery – a suspenseful story about a puzzling event that is not solved until the end of the 
story. 
Traditional Literature – Stories that are passed down from one group to another in history 
from different cultures. This includes: folktales, fables, fairy tales, legends, myths, and tall 
tales. 
 



NON-FICTION 
Informational – Texts that provide facts about a variety of topics (sports, animals, science, 
history, careers, travel, geography, space, weather, etc.) 
Autobiography – A story of a real person’s life that is written by that person. 
Biography – A story of a real person’s life that was written by another person. 
 
*Poetry – Verse written to create a response of thought and feeling from the reader. It 
often uses rhythm and rhyme.  
 
*This doesn’t really fit into either category. Some sources include it in Non-Fiction, while 
some put it in a separate category titled OTHER.
