1.  Your name, Gender
2.  High School attended, Your telephone number
3.  Parent(s) or Guardian(s) name(s)
4.  Mailing address
5.  List your paid employment, the nature of the work, even if it was at home.
6.  List where you plan to attend college or higher education, and your area of study.
7.  Give the name and address of your local newspaper.
8.  Insert your official high school transcript.  Be sure to include ACT or SAT scores.
9.  One recommendation by a high school teacher, administrator or counselor.
10.  One recommendation by an employer (even if that employer is a parent).
11.  One recommendation from an organization you did community service hours for.
12.  List of community service hours from September 1st of your freshman year through December 31st of your senior year.
13.  An essay on:  Doing community service which hours did you find to be more rewarding and why.  In ending your paper use a famous quote that you feel encourages you to give to others.  The essay must be no less than 300 words and no more the 500.


The application is to be mailed in a 9 X 12 envelope.  It is to remain flat, not folded.  It does not need to be in a special folder, but must have the proper postage, or it will be rejected.
