Manitowoc County Retired Educators Association has been providing scholarships to students in the 6 public school districts to attend summer leadership camps sponsored by the Wisconsin Association of School Councils (WASC).

During camp, you will learn about yourself, develop leadership skills, learn ways to convince your peers to follow your lead, and gain ideas for projects to use in your school.  You will get to know other students with interests similar to yours.  You will stay in a dorm, eat in a college cafeteria, and enjoy many fun activities.  You will be busy every hour of every day and “love every minute of it”, according to comments we have received from students who have attended over the past 15 years.  You do not need to be a member of student council, nor even plan to run for office to receive a scholarship.  You will learn skills that will benefit you for the rest of your life! The camps are run on 6 levels and are held at Ripon College, Ripon.

Level 1: 
for students entering 7th or 8th grade in ’19-’20 w/ no prior Leadership Camp experience.
LEARN 
Camp will be held July 14-18.

Level 2: 
for students who have (a) completed the Level 1 Workshop and will be in the 8th or 9th grade
ENGAGE
during ’18-’19 or (b) who will be a 9th grader in a junior or senior high school in ’19-’20. 


Camp will be held July 14-18.

Level 3: 
for students entering 9th grade in ’19-’20 and have attended Level 2. Camp will

ADVOCACY 
be held July 14-18.

Level 4: 
for students entering 10th or 11th grade in ’19-’20. Camp will be held June 24-28.

DEVELOP

Level 5: 
for students entering 12th grade in ’19-’20 OR who have previously attended the Level 4 

EMPOWER    
Workshop. Camp will be held June 24-28.

Level 6: 
for students entering 12th grade in ’19-’20 AND have attended Level 5. Camp will be held

PROJECT DELTA: JUNE 21-23, 2019 (tentative dates)  -- Held at Edgewood College, Madison.
Change yourself. Change your community. Change your world.  Students are stretched both financially
and physically these days. The Project Delta curriculum meets the needs of these students by providing
a high-energy camp experience compacted in 3 days to ensure school, college, and community success. 
Project Delta curriculum will rotate on a 3-year basis to ensure that students will receive a new 
experience each year they attend. This camp is for high school students entering 10th - 12th grade in 
'19-'20. 
The scholarships that we offer cover the costs of the one-week camp for first time winners.  For repeat 

winners, scholarships will cover 50% of the cost for the one-week camp. PROJECT DELTA Scholarships will 
cover the full cost of the 3-day camp.  We are making this change as a way to be able to continue to offer several 
scholarships.   Scholarships are based on the answers to a short application that can be downloaded by contacting 
your guidance counselor.  Fill it out on the computer (use the mouse to move from space to space, not the tab

key), print it out, get the necessary signatures, mail it to the address on the application by March 22, 2019 and 
wait for a reply.  It is that easy!
