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FIRST OPTION BANK SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES

1. Five scholarship awards will be given by First Option Bank, a locally-owned community bank.  The banks located in Osawatomie, Paola, LaCygne, Louisburg and Spring Hill will each present a $1,000 one-time award.

2. The awards shall go to young men or women who have attended the area high school a minimum of two years, will graduate from one of these respective high schools, and shall be used for the purpose of obtaining a college education.

3. Employees of First Option Bank and their family members are not eligible to receive the First Option Bank Scholarship.

4. The students receiving the awards shall be selected from the graduating senior class.  The student shall be selected by a committee consisting of:

a. the respective High School Counselor, as Chairperson;

b. two High School faculty members of the respective school, appointed by the chairperson.

5. An alternate, meeting the same criteria may be chosen. That person shall be given the award, if the person originally selected should not meet the guidelines herein stipulated.

6. Selection shall be based on:  a customer of First Option Bank, or son/daughter or grandson/granddaughter of a First Option Bank customer; a business/finance related major; good all-around student who has shown concern for others; demonstrates a helpful, caring attitude toward his/her fellow students and teachers; a student that has the potential to be successful in their post-secondary program. Financial need can be considered although it should not be the primary consideration.

7. The scholarship award will be disbursed by check upon evidence of full-time attendance in the college of their choice.  The recipient must send a copy of their schedule and a copy of their student ID with the ID number showing to the First Option Bank Branch Manager in their community as proof of enrollment.  The check is mailed to the college the first week of September with the recipient’s name and student ID in the memo. 

8. Presentation of the awards shall be made at the Annual Awards Assembly.
