Frances Ferguson Scholarship History and Application Criteria

The Frances Ferguson Memorial Fund was established on January 2, 2003 to fund scholarships for worthy young men and women graduates of Fisher High School, Fisher, and Illinois for attendance at a four-year public or private college or university.  The scholarship is in memory of Mrs. Ferguson, who was an elementary teacher in the Fisher School District for over thirty years.  Applicants for this scholarship award may include current Fisher High School seniors and Fisher High School Alumni.  The endowment fund is administered through the Fisher Community Foundation for Educational Enhancement in cooperation with the Fisher School District.


Selection of the recipients of this scholarship shall be made by a committee of five persons who shall act as a scholarship committee, maintain minutes, and record the names and addresses of all applicants for scholarships and the ones selected by the committee to receive a scholarship. Recipients will be judged on the basis of character, scholarship, and similar all-around qualifications of the student.  The selection committee will include four members of the Fisher Community Foundation Board of Trustees, one of whom shall be the Superintendent of the Fisher School District, and the minister of the River Valley Church of Christ, Fisher, and Illinois.  The criteria used in the selection of recipients of this scholarship are as follows:

1. Graduate of  Fisher High School

2. High School grade ranking at graduation is in the upper tenth of his/her class.

3. Applicant has scored a minimum of twenty-five (25) or above on the ACT, (1200) or above on the SAT or a comparable score on a comparable examination.

4. Applicant has demonstrated the abilities of leadership among his/her fellow students both in curricular and extra-curricular activities.

5. Applicant demonstrates a need for financial aid.

6. Applicant will attend a four-year public or private university.

7. Fisher High School Alumni may be awarded this scholarship in each of one of four consecutive years, but only with proof that the applicant pursues a course load of not less than 14 credit hours per semester and only if the applicant maintains a “B” average or better in all his or her course work.

The recipients of this award will be recognized at a Fisher Foundation reception during the summer following their high school graduation from Fisher High School and through local newspaper releases.  The awards will be paid directly to the recipient’s four-year public/private college of choice upon proof of enrollment.
