While on foot directing traffic around 

an accident scene, Officer McGary, #474 was struck by a vehicle driven by an 

impaired driver. Will was only 26 years old when he gave the ultimate sacrifice.   

 

Will was truly a peacemaker, he was loved by all who knew him and some that 

only knew about him. He had a magnetic personality, a great sense of humor, and a 

passion for life. Will’s love for people and life was evidenced by his gift of organ 

donation where he was able to save the lives of three individuals. 

 

The award will be granted to high school seniors who exhibit attributes which Will 

possessed and lived by; character, integrity, honesty, respectfulness, service and 

leadership qualities. His family and friends are truly proud of the man he became. 

The recipients of this award will be continuing the legacy of Will McGary.  

 

Award Details: $1000 will be awarded to a Searcy High School senior.  Additional 

monetary awards of $500-$1000 may also be granted to a high school senior who 

attends Conway High or a school district in White or Faulkner County, Arkansas.
