Fisher High School Alumni Association Scholarship Award

In the name of John M. and Robert D. Jones

INSTITUTED 1988

I.  PREAMBLE
This award is established in the memory of John M. and Florence Jones by their son Robert (Bob) D. Jones.

Bob was born in Dewey, Illinois, and attended Dewey and Fisher schools. Upon completion of his work at Fisher High School, he went to work for the J. M. Jones Distributing Company in Champaign, Illinois. Bob continued a close relationship with the people in the Dewey-Fisher area. He exhibited an interest in education and a desire to make that educational process available to people, hence the concept for this scholarship award.

John M. Jones was born near Dewey, Illinois and attended Dewey area schools and the University of Illinois. Then, following a tour of duty in World War I, he returned to Dewey with his brother Karl, operated a general store, a grain elevator, and an implement dealership until 1945. During that period he was also postmaster. In the early 1940's he founded the J. M. Jones Distributing Company and remained active therein until his death in 1961.

John and Florence demonstrated an intense interest in education and evidenced that interest through his many years of service on the Fisher school board and his subsequent board presidency. This service represented a positive manner in which he could apply his strong belief in the opportunities of and the need for education.

Following the death of Robert D. Jones in 1987, the extended family facilitated a gift from the John M./Robert D. Jones estate to the Fisher-Dewey school district (known as: Unit District No. 1) to provide a scholarship fund to financially assist qualified students' continued education in university, college, jr. college, vocational-technical school or special education schools.

The Fisher High School Alumni Association is the recipient of this gift and is appointed to initiate a scholarship program and to administer these funds. The Alumni Association graciously accepts this gift and expresses an intent to retain these funds in an investment program with the earnings therefrom to be used primarily for scholarship awards to further educational pursuits.

Upon receipt of the accompanying application form, the Fisher High School Alumni Association Scholarship Committee will review all such applications and will make recommendations to the entire selection committee. Following input and counsel from the school's designated representatives, the final awards will be made and the considered students will be so advised.

In the event the Fisher High School Alumni Association ceases to be, it will be the duty of the final Fisher High School Alumni Association and its administrative committee to designate and appoint an administrative body to continue the scholarship awards.

II.  ELIGIBILITY and CRITERIA
A.
Priorities

1.
First consideration will be given to high school  graduating applicants who reside within the boundaries of Unit School District No. 1 as it existed September 1988.

2.
In the event of consolidation, if no students from the original Unit School District No. 1 make application, then the selection committee may consider other applicants from within the given consolidation.

3.
In the event that all students from the original Unit School District No. 1 would be absorbed into other districts apart from Fisher-Dewey, those students from the original Unit District No. 1 will receive first priority.

4.
The number of years in attendance in Fisher Schools could be a consideration in the process of issuing awards.

5.
In special instances, consideration may be given to a non-graduate of Fisher High School. 

6.
Eligibility continues for any former Fisher High School graduate, including:

a)

A previous applicant who in subsequent years may wish to reapply.

b)

Former scholarship awardees and/or other college students with evidence of satisfactory completion of the previous term of study.

c)

Any former student who has been out of school for a period of time and desires to continue his/her education.

B.
Scholarships may range up to $1000. The amount and the number of available awards are to be reviewed annually.

C.
The awards will be made on an individual basis after in-depth consideration of each applicant. Academic achievement, extra-curricular activities, need, aspiration, and civic involvement are the criteria on which the awarding of scholarships are based. Awards are not determined solely on any one such criterion. 

III.  SELECTION
A.
A graduating high school recipient will be determined by the Fisher High School Alumni Association Scholarship Committee (FHSAASC) with consultation from the applicant's school. 

B.
All other applicants, as in Item 6. above, must apply directly to the FHSAASC and determination will be made by that committee.

C.
Scholarships will be awarded annually.

D. The selection committee will fund several annual scholarship awards as earnings permit. The final number will be announced annually by the committee.

E.
It is intended that scholarships will be awarded early enough to assist in financial planning. The money will be issued upon evidence of enrollment and in accord with the enrollment practices of the considered school.  Evidence for enrollment must be received from scholarship recipients by November 1, the year the scholarship is awarded, or they will forfeit their scholarship.
F.
Upon completion of the application form, return it to a guidance counselor as listed in III., A. above. For the post high school applicant, return the form to a guidance counselor or to any member of the FHSAASC.

G. The deadline for submission of the accompanying application is: Friday, March 1, 2019.
