Meal service is still available for any student who is 18 years of age or younger and if special
education services are rendered up to age 26. There are no income eligibility requirements to
receive these meals. If you have not taken advantage of meal service and would like to, please
contact the central office and we will get you on the list. The next day for delivery will be
Monday, April 20, 2020.




The regular meeting of the Brimley Area Schools Board of Education will be held on April 20,
2020, beginning at 7:00 p.m. in the high school cafeteria. We are conducting meetings a bit
differently now as social distancing has become the norm. I will be hosting the meeting from the
cafeteria and the board members will be attending remotely.
