Personal/Social Services 
Individual and Group Counseling 
The counselor at Morrisonville is available during school hours and also by appointment to help you with any academic, personal and/or social needs or issues you may have.   

Referral to Community Agencies 
The counselors will contact and/or provide students and families with information on community agencies as needs arise.   


Academic Services
Class Scheduling and Planning
