· Represent the school, his/her family, and the community through good citizenship including: displaying cordial conduct to visiting team members, displaying good sportsmanship, respecting the integrity and judgment of officials, avoiding the use of profanity, vulgarity, rowdy behavior and obscene actions; being well-groomed and maintaining neat appearance.

· Finish the season in good standing in order to be eligible for a team award

· Be responsible for uniforms and equipment issued and to pay for lost equipment before being eligible to compete in another sport

· Meet school, league, CCS, and CIF eligibility requirements

· Follow team-specific rules established by the coach

· Once scheduled games/matches begin, student athletes that quit the team will not be eligible to play the next two sports seasons. For example, a student athlete who quits during Winter season will not be allowed to participate in the Spring and Fall seasons.
