Board Mtg. BURLINGTON-EDISON SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 100 Nov. 26, 2018

The Board of Directors of Burlington-Edison School District No. 100 met on November 26, 2018
in the Board Room of the Administration Office at 7:00 p.m.

Board Members Present: President, Rich Wesen, Vice-President, David Lowell; members, Bill
Wallace, Troy Wright, and Roger Howard.

President Wesen, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

This month the Pledge of Allegiance was led by West View student, Izel Morales and Michelle
Bojorquez.

President Wesen asked the Board if they had any comments.

Board member, Bill Wallace, complimented Superintendent Browning on a great Citizens’ Day
event. The purpose of Citizens’ Day is to invite guests to learn about the District. They start at
the high school and then they broke off and went to the elementary schools. He visited West
View and he was happy to see Tana Woods join him. He stated that he attended West View for
the board tour. He complimented the students and staff of West View for all the great things
going on there. He attended Bay View’s Veterans’ Day program and he was happy to see that
the room was filled with parents and grandparents. He gave compliments to Bay View’s band
teacher, Mark Wees, stating that it was a great program with the pictures and singing. Even
with the new expansion on the parking lot, the school’s parking was overflowing.

Mr. Wallace thanked Superintendent Browning for setting up all the Bond meetings. He stated
that he had the opportunity to attend two meetings at Bay View and two at Edison and that
Edison was well attended with lots of questions.
