3. Must Have a “B” (3.0 on 4.0 scale) cumulative GPA at time of application

4. Declared major in Natural Resource Conservation studies or related fields

5. Must meet deadlines for application and/or required information to fulfill 
      requirements made by Coffey County Conservation District.

7. Transferred or transferring students will be eligible when all criteria of new college and Coffey County Conservation District are met.  (i.e. Applicant may have met application deadline but not completed transfer to new college or transferring next semester.) 

8. All applications shall submit in writing a statement covering their career objective in the designated field of study chosen and how this scholarship will help achieve these objectives.

9. Finalist should be available for an interview if the selection committee requests.

10. Must submit application each year for consideration.

11. A previous winner may apply for a second scholarship (maximum of two) and must meet all requirements before being considered with other applicants.

12. Application due in the Conservation District Office by April 15th. (April 16th for 2018 since the 15th falls on a Sunday)
