Special Meeting Minutes 

August 31, 2010

I. Board Vice President Kandace Boysen called the meeting to order at 5:41 p.m.  The following Board members were also present: Secretary Jeanne Cooper-Kuiper, Trustee Mike Hansen, and Trustee Judy Wilcox.

II. Trustee Wilcox moved that student JB040910 be conditionally reinstated under terms recommended by the District Reinstatement Committee.  Secretary Cooper-Kuiper supported the motion.  The motion passed (4-0) at 5:43 p.m. with the unanimous approval of all members present. 

III. At parent request Secretary Cooper-Kuiper moved to go into Closed Session.  Trustee Wilcox supported the motion.  The motion passed (4-0) at 5:51 p.m. with the unanimous approval of all members present.

IV. Director of Instructional Services Camille Gabris facilitated introductions of those present. Director Gabris, Lincoln Park Elementary Principal Ray McLeod, and Churchill Elementary Principal Mark Platt represented the Administrative Team.  Director Gabris shared the reasons, rationale, and formal administrative recommendation to expel student HS011011.  The student, mother, and father were also present and shared input with the Board.

V. With parent support Secretary Cooper-Kuiper moved to go into Executive Session for Board deliberation.  Trustee Hansen supported the motion.  The motion passed (4-0) at 6:10 p.m. with the unanimous approval of all members present.

VI. After returning from Executive Session Trustee Wilcox moved that student HS011011 be expelled from Mona Shores Public Schools pursuant to violation of Mona Shores Board of Education Policy JCDAD - Weapons and Dangerous Weapons, Michigan State Board of Education Revised School Code Policy 380.1311 (pupil guilty of gross misdemeanor), and Mona Shores Lincoln Park Elementary School Handbook rules and regulations on expulsion; and may apply for reinstatement after October 31, 2010.  Secretary Cooper-Kuiper supported the motion. The motion passed (4-0) at 6:29 p.m. with the unanimous approval of all members present.
VII. Secretary Cooper-Kuiper moved the meeting be adjourned.  Trustee Hansen supported the motion.  The motion passed (4-0) at 6:30 p.m. with the unanimous approval of all members present.
