The Cooks, and Staff, under the direction of the Food Service Director, prepare and serve
breakfast and lunch daily. Bothmeals are planned and prepared tomeet the guidelines of the
National School and Breakfast programs.

Due to the Community Eligibility Program (CEP), all students will receive one free breakfast and
one free lunch on school days thosemeals are offered. If a student receives any additional meals,
he/she will be charged for the additional meals. Breakfast is $1.85. Lunch is $2.60.

**Please Note - ONLY a reimbursable meal is free. There is a charge formilk, extras, and a la
carte items. MoneyMUST be in your student’s account before any extra purchasesmay bemade.
