Note: Only newer versions of the OverDrive app will prompt you fo sign in or sign up for an
OverDrive account. I you don't see these prompfs, move on fo step 3.

Step 3
In the OverDrive app, find your library’s OverDrive website. In newer
versions of the app, you can do this by swiping from left to right to open
the Home menu, then tapping + Add a library. In older versions of the app,
tap the B icon (or, if you don't have this icon, go to Menu > Get Books).
* Tap the 7 to save your library’s website to your library list.
* Tap your library’s name to start browsing.

Find borrowed titles under your account on your library’s OverDrive website.
