Administrator’s Reports

Mr. Baker:  Governor’s Proposed School Finance Plan –Under the proposed SB 44, USD 224 would receive an additional $152,656 in general fund and $4,659 in special education funding for 2019-20.    SB 7 also has been introduced to change the election of president and vice-president for school districts from the July meeting to January to coincide with the election of board members.
Connie Winter: Curriculum/Textbook/Assessment Update – Mrs. Winter was present to discuss curriculum and textbook purchases for FY19; the assessment testing calendar has been set for 2019; and the 8th graders were selected for a NAEP ELA or math test that will be given on February 7th.
