II.       Introduction:

The first nine-weeks will be Government with a final exam; the second nine-weeks will be Economics also with a final exam.  The grades will not be combined. V.      Attendance Policy

1. The date the article was published must be within two weeks of due date.

2. A current event reflection form must be completed.  Forms can be found in the classroom as well as online.

3. A copy of the article must be stapled to the form.  The date and FULL website address must be on the copy.

4. Use legitimate, factual-based websites.  It must be a full article—not a headline.

5. It is due by the tardy bell.  There will be a 15 point deduction per day if late.  If a student is absent on the due date, it will be counted late.
