What happens after I submit a tip? 
 

When tips are  received by the Speak  Up Coordinator they  are 

forwarded (electronically), on a daily basis, to the designated 

contact person(s)  at each  school site.  If the tip requires 

immediate attention, the information will immediately go to 

school officials (and law enforcement agencies, as 

appropriate.)  Once  tips are  received by the school’s contact, 

they  will investigate, take  action as needed and  complete a 

disposition form.
