Attendance

Meeting attendance is mandatory.  Please make arrangements to attend.  48-hour notice will be given for any meeting scheduled other than those on the list.  Absences will result in a demerit regardless of reason, so please plan ahead.  

Activity Requirement

All members must participate in 15 activities throughout the year to earn NJHS status.  One activity can be outside of school, while the other 14 must be service activities affiliated with Parker Junior High School.  A student may have more than 15 activities.  We recommend completing about 2 activities a month to stay on track. 

Activity Conduct

All members are to uphold the high standards of conduct expected of an NJHS member and perform in a respectable, professional manner when working or attending activities related to NJHS or Parker Junior High School.  NJHS members should exemplify the pillars of Character Counts and PBIS.

Demerits

Demerits are earned by not fulfilling NJHS responsibilities (i.e. not attending activities previously signed up for, missing meetings, etc.).  Three demerits result in dismissal from NJHS.  

Grades

All members must maintain a 3.5 grade point average.  At the end of each quarter, GPA’s will be checked.  If a members GPA has dropped below the required 3.5, they will go on probation for the next quarter.  If the GPA is still not raised to the required 3.5, the member will be dismissed from NJHS.
