    PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Sherry stated that after listening to the interviews and reviewing both resumes, she felt that Adam Tong was a better fit for the job. Eli said, “Guys, This was done wrong to me. Brock and I talked the next day and he said that I gave a good interview.” Bill Haggy stated that when a motion is made, it has to be voted on. The employee is then hired. Eli said that Board Policy states that the Superintendent has to recommend someone. Supt. Brewster said that either Eli or Adam was fine and would do a good job. Eli asked “what are my weaknesses?” Board President Brad Marhoover said, “My take is that the Board voted the way they voted and we all had our reasons to vote the way we did.”  Brad then asked Eli what he was expecting.
