You may have noticed the announcements about LATER@LHS, LATER is the official after school program for LHS and meets in the Library every school day except Fridays.  We meet all year long except for Semester Test weeks due to light attendance.  
The most common reasons students attend LATER@LHS are "Make-up Tests", "Homework", and "Research".  Easily the most used tutoring resource asked for and utilized are our math teachers, so we have doubled our math coverage by having 2 math teachers in each session.
