BHS grants full-year and semester (half-
year) credits. Students are ranked and must receive final grades
at BHS for two consecutive semesters to be included in rank.
Grades are reported quarterly, and credit is awarded at the end of
the year. BHS provides instruction to students via three difficulty
levels: AP/UCONN, Honors, and Academic. A quality-point value
is assigned to each level. The grade point average is weighted and
is determined by multiplying the quality-point value of the grade
of each course by its credit value.
