Objective:  This course is a High School level Algebra I course.  Students will be exposed to concepts such as simplifying variable expressions, solving and graphing various types of equations and inequalities, and solving algebraic, real world word problems.  In addition, the concepts necessary for success on the NJ Ask standardized test will be reviewed and practiced throughout the year.  The concepts covered are correlated with the New Jersey Core Content Standards.  Students are required to take a midterm and final exam that has been created by the sending districts for Belvidere High School.
Textbooks and Resources:

· Algebra 1 – Integration, Applications, and Connections
Notebooks:  (1 required)

· Students will need either a spiral bound or loose-leaf notebook.

· Students will also need a folder in which to save homework.

Homework:

· Homework will be assigned on most nights.  All homework will be checked and graded.

· Late homework will be penalized 10 points.

· Students may correct any graded homework in order to receive additional points.  Corrections must be done on a separate sheet of paper or on a sticky note and handed back in with the original assignment.

· Late assignments will not be accepted for credit after the test for that chapter is taken.

Absences:
It is the student’s responsibility to find out what work has been missed due to an absence from school.  Please arrange for work to be sent home if at all possible.  In order to prevent a student from falling behind, any missed work from an absence needs to be handed in within a calendar week from the day the student returns to school.  Students who are absent for an extended period of time will be given extra time to complete missed assignments.
