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Order your Transcript thru Parchment! 

To expedite transcript requests, we use an online transcript request system through Parchment 
Exchange (parchment.com).  The service provides the opportunity for you to request that transcripts be 
sent electronically to the college(s) of your choice.  To protect the privacy and confidentiality of 
transcript data, documents are sent through a secure transcript service in compliance with the Family 
Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).  This system is working much more efficiently than the old 
hardcopy snail mail procedure we used in the past! 

Through your new parchment account, you can request and track transcripts, explore colleges, and 
analyze admissions data.  There is no cost for sending transcripts! If you are sending a transcript to an 
out of state school that is charging a fee you can come see Ms. Wilkin instead of completing the request 
through parchment.
