b. Has a minimum cumulative un-v(réighted GPA of 3.0 - on a 4.0 scale.
c. Is a citizen or legal permanent resident of the United States.

d. Is accepted and plans to attend an accredited post - secondary educational
institution in the United States or Canada, full - time or part time, in the fall of the
academic year foilowing high school graduation.

e. Is recommended and receives the vote of local P.E. O. chapter CP after reading
submitted essays.

f. To be considered for the PEQ Book Award the student must submit by April 30,
2020 a written recommendation from a teacher or counselor that testify to the
above: a, b, ¢, and d.

Accompanying the teacher/counselor recommendation the student will submit a
one page single space, typed, 12 point, standard font response to the prompt listed

Identify a book, story, poem, essay oF news article and explain in a well developed and
specific response how it has influenced vour thinking and in turn your plan to further
