As stated in the attached eligibility criteria, there are two pools of applicants: (1) graduating seniors
who attend high school in the Tri-County area (Peoria, Tazewell, or Woodford county) and who
demonstrate an interest in golf and (2) graduating high school seniors at Washington Community
High School District #308. Applicants from Washington Community High School District #308 do
not necessarily have to have an interest in golf and. therefore. do not have to address any question
on the application which addresses any issue associated with golf or their golfing background. (See
questions marked with asterisks on pages 2 and 3 of the Application.)

Each applicant MUST submit two letters of recommendation with his/her Application.
Each applicant MUST submit a current copy of his/her high school grade transcript.

There has been no determination made regarding the number of scholarships to be awarded or the
amount of the actual scholarships to be awarded. These issues will be determined based upon the
pool of applicants seeking scholarship aid from the Steve Maxheimer Memorial Scholarship
lIoundation.

An applicant will not be excluded because of race. sex, color, national origin. or physical ability.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

BACKGROUND:

The Steve Maxheimer Memorial Scholarship Foundation, Inc. has been established in loving
memory of Steve Maxheimer. Steve Maxheimer was a resident of Washington, Illinois, who owned
and operated a successful concrete construction business and Pine Lakes Golf Course. Steve
Maxheimer was a successful businessman, strong community supporter, and an avid competitive
golfer. The Board of Directors of the Steve Maxheimer Memorial Scholarship Foundation, Inc.
seeks to honor the accomplishments of graduating seniors of Washington Community High School,
and graduating seniors of Tri-County area high schools (Peoria, Tazewell, or Woodford Counties)
who in some fashion are affiliated with the game of golf. Selection will attempt to focus upon
individuals who demonstrate a hard work ethic, eternal optimism and a passion to serve others.

GENERAL CRITERIA:

Steve Maxheimer Memorial Scholarships are one-year scholarships. To be eligible for
consideration, the following criteria must be met:

A. Be a U.S. Citizen, and be a full-time student at a high school in Peoria, Tazewell or
Woodford Counties at the time of application.

B. Be a high school senior at the time of application.

C. The applicant must have already been accepted for post-secondary education at the time of
application OR must show that if awarded a scholarship, the applicant has accepted an
enroltment for post-secondary education. All scholarship funds awarded under this program
will be forwarded to the financial aid office of the applicant’s college or university for credit
to the applicant’s account.

D. Scholarships may be awarded to any male or female student and will be awarded without
regard to physical ability, race, color, creed, or national origin.

E. Strong consideration will be given to applicants who have achieved a grade average of “B™
or better through his or her first three years of high school education.

F. Scholarships will be awarded to those applicants who will be full-time students attending an
accredited two or four-year college or university within the United States. Vocational
schools are not eligible for scholarship application under this program.

G. The scholarships are intended for the benefit of graduating high school seniors. A recipient
will be entitled to receive a scholarship during his/her freshman year only. The Foundation
retains the right to modify and/or revoke any or all scholarship benefits due to a recipient’s
change in circumstances.

Immediate family members of any current Steve Maxheimer Memorial Scholarship
Foundation, Inc. officer, director, or affiliated person are ineligible for this program.

Strong consideration will be given to applicants who have shown an interest in improving
their environment through participation in extra curricular and/or community and charitable
activities.

Strong consideration will be give to applicants who exhibit a financial need in order 1o
pursue posi-secondary education.

There are two pools of applicants that the Scholarship Foundation will focus upon:

1. Any graduating high school senior of Washington Community High School
District No. 308 who will attend an accredited post-secondary institution;
2. Students who attend high schools in the Tri-County lllinois area (Peoria,

Tazewell or Woodford Counties) who demonstrate an interest in golf.
Examples of such interest might include, but are not limited to, the following;

a. Member of a high school golf team;
b. Participation in Tri-County Junior golf or other golf tournaments;
c. Employment at a golf-related field (i.e. golf course, golf shop,

practice facility, caddy program);
d. Maintain a current CDGA or USGA handicap card; or

e. Intend to focus their education upon employment in a golf related
field.

All applicants must be of high moral character and provide references.
