s Describe the setting (where and when the story takes place)
o (ive a main idea staternent (this book is about....), but keep it short

Body Paragraphs (3-4 paragraphs)
» Tell about the main characters in the story
o Give details about character iraits
o Tell how the characters are part of the story

s Tell about the problem m the story
o Tell who is involved in the problem
o Tell why the problem needs to be solved

e Tell about how the problem was solved
o Tell who solved the problem
o Tell what happened after the problem was solved

s Tell about the event from history that you read about in this story
o Jack uses a book during each story to learn new facts
o Wriite three new facts that you learned from reading this book

Conclusion
e Tell what you thought about the book
o Tell if you would want your friends to read the book (why or why
not?)
