VALUED PARTNER SCHOLARSHIP

Continuing efforts to be a valued community partner, Phillips 66 Sweeny Refinery is providing 3 scholarships to local high school seniors this year.  One senior from Columbia High School, Sweeny High School, and Van Vleck High School will receive a $1000 Valued Partner Scholarship at the school’s awards ceremony.  In addition, one alternate will be chosen from each school.  

Phillips 66 has provided application forms and scholarship guidelines to the high schools.  Senior students should be notified of the scholarship by the school and may pick up the application form at a location designated by the school.  All completed applications should be mailed by the school no later than April 1st to Tabatha Coker, P. O. Box 866, Sweeny, TX  77480.   Following the selection process, Phillips 66 will notify each school of the recipients.  It is the responsibility of the school to make sure the students are present at the awards ceremony.

Requirements for successful application:

· Must be graduating senior.

· Plan to attend an accredited College, Jr. College, University, or Trade School in the Fall.

· Minimum C grade point average.

· Must complete entire application.

Applicants do not have to be dependents of Phillips 66 employees.  Preference will be given to the following applicants (not necessarily in this order):

· Students who have not already received another scholarship.

· Students demonstrating a need for financial assistance.

· Students who have worked part time and/or summer jobs.

· Students who have consistently exhibited good citizenship and an interest in scholastic, athletic, and/or community activities.

· Volunteered in community service, such as environmental projects, political campaigns, church or school sponsored events. 

A Phillips 66 employee will present awards at each school’s awards ceremony.  Recipients will receive a certificate and letter.  The letter will detail the steps necessary to receive a scholarship check from Phillips 66.
