School Nurse Rotation
 This is a semi observational clinical experience. The SPN is under the direct supervision of the school nurse(RN). Under this supervision, the SPN may assist  the school nurse in doing heights, weights, vital signs, and basic health screenings. They may also assist in any record reviews that the school nurse may ask for assistance with.

At no time is the SPN to administer any medications or perform invasive treatments.

A care plan for one child for each day in the rotation, should be handed into the nursing coordinator at the end of the rotation. The school nurse will sign and return the  daily rotation sheet. Based on these two items a daily rubrics score will be assigned. As in other clinical settings an average of all days will amount for the clinical grade. All critical safely elements outlined in the clinical rubrics still apply and breaching a critical element as always could result in failing this rotation & possible dismissal from the program.

Be sure and consider the child’s physical, developmental and psychosocial situation when determining the nursing issue you wish to address in the daily care plan. Use a different child and issue each day.  Care plans are due the next afternoon in the coordinators office.
