Description of scholarship

An annual scholarship award of $250.00 shall be made to an outstanding boy or girl graduating from Seneca High School who shall continue his or her education on a full time basis at a Junior College, Tech College or University.

The scholarship will be paid at the high school graduation ceremony.  The money will be paid directly to the winner at that time. The money is to be used solely for the purpose of tuition to the institute of his or her choice. 

Determination of the winner

The members of the William J. Peterson family will make the selection of the winner.

The selection of the winner will be based on the scholastic achievement, involvement in athletics and on contributions made to the Seneca High School, local community and general public.

Applicants need not be only the top scholar, strongest athlete or most charitable of individuals. The selectors are looking for a student who has contributed on some level in all areas. They are trying to recognize a student of academics, athletics and citizenship: qualities very important to William J.  Peterson. 

It is intended that the boy or girl selected show the above-mentioned qualities. It is emphasized that neither financial need, nor consideration of honors received shall be factors in determining the selection of the winner of this award.
