Testing season is here!  
 
Welcome back to another season of testing 
for Shelby-Rising City secondary students! There is always a lot of discussion about the benefits of 
testing, but this process provides indicators of how students are growing with their learning. 
Furthermore, our teachers use the data to help guide curriculum, instruction, and assessment.  

On Tuesday, April 7th our Juniors or students in their third-year cohort will be taking the 
paper/pencil ACT. Testing will start at 8:30 am and students will finish up by 2:00 pm. More 
information about the ACT is being sent home.  

Our 6-8 grade students will be taking the NSCAS (Nebraska Student-Centered Assessment System) 
on April 20-21. Students will be tested in English/language arts and mathematics. Only the 8th-grade 
students will take a pilot test for science, which the state will use the data to help shape future NSCAS 
science assessments.  

We appreciate your support in helping us help your child to prepare for the ACT or NSCAS tests and 
encouraging them to do their best. Shelby-Rising City is excited about the opportunity to showcase our 
student growth and achievement!

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3rd-5th Grade Science 

In science, 4th - 5th grade have been learning about their bodies.  They started out testing 

their nerves with reaction tests.  They then tested how their brain processes information with 

activities that focused in on a personôs vision.  This led to analyzing how animals have better 

night vision than humans. Finally, students made hands to help understand how muscles work 

in the body.   3rd grade has been learning about plants and pollination.  Students examined 

why plants have fruits and what separates it from vegetables. They also tasted various kinds 

of apples 

 

 

3rd-5th Grade Math 
3rd Grade: Students have been learning about telling time to the nearest minute on 
analog and digital clocks.  We have also been using rulers to practice our measuring to 
the nearest quarter of an inch and to the nearest centimeter.   4th Grade & 5th Grade: 
Both classes have been practicing their 2-dimensional shapes and 3-dimensional 
shapes. We have been identifying vertices, faces, and edges and classifying 
quadrilaterals according to their lines and angles. NSCAS testing will be coming up in 
April so all grades will begin reviewing previously learned skills while still learning new 
math concepts! 

 

4th and 5th Reading & Language Arts 
In language arts, the 4th and 5th graders wrapped up their opinion essays and are now 
writing different types of poetry. It has been so fun to see their creativity come alive. The 
4th and 5th grade reading students are learning to identify the authorôs point of view in 
an expository text, and to use Greek and Latin roots to understand unfamiliar words. Letôs 

finish this last month of Book It strong! 

 

3rd-5th Grade Social Studies 
The 3rd grade has been learning about how consumers decide want to buy and how 
marketing and competition influence these decisions. The 4th grade has been studying 
how the changes in Nebraska affected the Native Americans living in Nebraska.   The 5th 
grade finished a unit on the Revolutionary War and researched a person who impacted 
the war and created a hanger person that was  displayed.  All grades have been learning 
about influential African Americans for Black History Month. 

 

3rd Reading & Language Art In Language Arts, third grade students have 

been writing friendly letters, thank you notes, and creating invitations. During 

reading class, students are asking questions about the text and rereading to 

find the answers.
