The clips for the doors are on and we ordered material for curtains for the classrooms and some ladies from the Community Church are going to sew them for us.  We need some training for the substitute teachers and para-pros on keeping doors locked.  Cade has volunteered to make a spread sheet with current key inventory.

2. Winter Programs Report:
A. HS Basketball

3. The League Championships will be on Tuesday, May 5th at a site yet to be determined.
4. District 7 & 9 Championships will be on Tuesday, May 12th at a site yet to be determined
5. District 7 & 9 Regional, State-Qualifying Meet will be held at Central Valley High School on Friday and Saturday, May 22nd and 23rd.
6. State Track and Field Meet will be at Roos Field at Eastern Washington University on Thursday through Saturday, May 28th – 30th 
i. Last year one student, an 8th grade girl, qualified for State.  We look forward to a return this year.



F. HS Tennis
1. Schedule was sent to us by the League, and is very full in the weeks following Spring Break.
2. Still working on some dates prior to Spring Break, but those always seem to be very tentative due to weather concerns.

G. HS Golf – No Report
1. Schedule was sent to us by the League, and play begins in Harrington for two matches prior to Spring Break.
2. Weather concerns, and conditions of the greens are always an issue prior to Spring Break.  Last year, the League basically had to cancel all the matches before Spring Break because of the condition of the courses.

4. Activities Report.
A. Knowledge Bowl 
1. The Season is Complete.
a. Attended Regional Competition at Whitworth on Friday, February 21st, and did not qualify for State competition
2. The season went well.  The team finished with a record of 2-9, and were 10th out of 13th in the League.
a. We are a VERY young team.  
b. Most successful KB teams are made up mostly of Juniors and Seniors.  We have mostly 9th and 10th graders.  
c. Older students generally have a larger “knowledge base” to work from.  Our kids are enthusiastic, and are building for a strong future.

B. Music 
1. Rehearsals for Bi-County Music Festival will be at Reardan on March 10th and 18th, with the Festival being on March 23rd at the INB Performing Arts Center.  

C. Prom
1. Prom is scheduled for March 14th.

5. NE1B 2B / WIAA Report
A. WIAA
1. There are 23 proposed Amendments to the WIAA Handbook.  The first twelve were discussed at the NE1B2B Athletic Directors Meeting.
i. Amendment 1: Districts will have a set fee for participation in WIAA.  A big benefit for WIAA and everyone else.  Vote Yes
ii. Amendment 2:  2B schools can use the free/reduced count (currently they can’t use those numbers…they have to appeal to come down).  If this goes into effect, there will be 10 more 1B schools.  We won’t know until May if this will happen, so scheduling could get thrown out.  Vote ??  (Greg W. says “no” because of the difficulty with scheduling)


iii. Amendment 3:  WIAA Executive Board can approve a 2-year trial for a new activity or sport.  A lot of the discussion centered around Lacrosse and “E-Sports.”
iv. Amendment 4:  Alternate seasons and number of practices TABLED
v. Amendment 5:  Practices from one sport may be transferred from one sport to another within the same season, as long as they transfer within 3 business school days. Allows 5 days to be transferred. Vote Yes
vi. Amendment 6:  Middle level schools may play other non-members.  They cannot now play against AAU, rec-league, club teams, etc.  This was really for the small Christian schools, so they wouldn’t have to travel so far to find games.  Vote NO
vii. Amendment 7:  Any family unit move within a 50-mile radius requires continuous enrollment at the previous private school.  This is a West Side issue.  It has to do with kids moving from one school to another and avoid the one-year sub-varsity requirement.  It’s about closing a loop-hole on the West with private schools.  TABLED  
viii. Amendment 8:  A student including F1 (student) VISA coming from outside the 50-mile radius to a private school will be immediately eligible.  Mostly about Upper Columbia Academy/Adventist schools. Vote Yes
ix. Amendment 9:  A student who transfers will have eligibility only during the “window of transfer.”  TABLED.  
x. Amendment 10:  A student who choices outside their original district during the window of transfer will remain eligible only in their new choice school, regardless if the family moves within either their original, or choice district.  VOTE YES.
xi. Amendment 11:  A student who transfers in to play with a particular player or coach who was hired from outside (club coach) cannot be immediately eligible.  This is going to be VERY difficult to enforce…how do you know their motivation.  OPPOSED
xii. Amendment 12:  Allows schools to utilize 6th graders.  Off-season rules apply.

PRINCIPAL – Tiffany Clouse:	
0. Analisa Holcom-McCann (ESD 101 Regional teacher of the year) came and shared a trauma presentation during Staff Collaboration.  She provides mini seminars with teachers throughout ESD 101.
0. February 19th was the K-12 family night with Keith Orchard.  He spoke about building relationships with families.  It worked out well with quite a few people in attendance. There was child care and dinner provided.  March 10th he will talk to the 7-12th families.
0. Jesus Villahermosa is scheduled for the Active Shooter Crisis Training with staff and community members for March 25th with an early release for Pre-school through 12th. 1. He attended the NEWASA meeting at NEW ESD 101 on February 20th.  He gathered information on Invest ED resources.  This is a charitable organization that helps children in need.

1. Linda Mielke made and Cade Clarke seconded the motion to approve the WIAA Combination with Odessa for Boys/Girls Tennis and Boys/Girls Golf.  The motion carried 3-0.

1. Linda Mielke made and Cade Clarke seconded the motion to approve the resignation of Ginny Lathem as the school counselor with appreciation and regret.  The motion carried 3-0.



1. Call for questions from the audience.

Denise Hoffman brought up the toilet in the boy’s locker room that doesn’t have a door or a stall around it.  She has brought it up every year and nothing has changed.  She believes that our students deserve privacy in the locker room.
Heather Slack was happy to hear that we are talking to Davenport in regards to our sports program.  We need to think hard on keeping our community and school together and value our relationships.  We all need to work together.
Cade Clarke wanted to recognize our music teacher and how hard he is working to learn new things to teach our students in the classroom.
Aimee Schell, our school nurse came in to inform the board on the sexual health program.  She is teaching the Flash Program Curriculum which prepares students and informs them about the best practices in the field of sexual health education.  It includes reinforcing sexual health and reproduction.  There is a lot of miss information out there and this is not teaching kids how to have sex.  There are people who are upset about the gender part of the program. She teaches all different kinds of ways to identify and respecting others.  She also talks about what it means to express yourself and anti-discrimination.  Everyone is different.  She is trained on answering questions and sometimes she has to tell them to ask their parents.  This curriculum is online.
Betty Warner mentioned that she was very thankful that the water that broke out in the ag department was fixed in a timely matter.
