REGULAR MEETING
November 25, 2013
The monthly meeting of the Alma Board of Education was called to order by President Dennis Hetrick at 
7:05 p.m. on Monday, November 25, 2013, in the high school library. 
President Dennis Hetrick added to the agenda under Order of Business: G) Ag Teacher.

Tina Anibas of N519 Buffalo Court, Nelson, asked to address the board during public comment.  President Hetrick reviewed the public comment procedure. Mrs. Anibas was there to represent the Alma Booster Club.  The Alma Booster Club will be hosting an alumni volleyball and basketball tournament on Saturday, December 14.  They have 5-6 volleyball teams and 3 basketball teams. All funds raised will be put toward a scholarship.  Mrs. Anibas also addressed the board about the booster club holding open gym on Sunday evenings. Having the gyms open would be good for those students in sports over the winter, and also for those not in sports to give them an option for fitness activities.

A motion was made by Doug Kane and seconded by Todd Mau to approve the teacher salary agreement as presented.  The motion carried unanimously.  
A motion was made by Andrea Goeldner and seconded by Todd Mau to approve the Continuous Employment Incentive for Nancy Kennedy.  The motion carried unanimously.
Joseph Mlinar would like to compile a list of all building/facility needs and at the next committee meeting take a tour of the building.  The board set a tentative date for the public forum of Monday, January 27, 2014, at 7:00 p.m.
A motion was made by Andrea Goeldner and seconded by Todd Mau to approve the band trip to Goodman, Wisconsin.  The motion carried unanimously.

Next regular board meeting will be held on Monday, December 16, 2013, at 5:00 p.m. in the high school library.  
President Dennis Hetrick discussed Ag Teacher thoughts.  Discussion held.
