Administrative Reports:

Administration reported that March’s enrollment in the elementary school was 184 and the high school/middle school enrollment was 180. The average daily attendance was 92.42 percent. 
Principals, Mr. Delmont and Mrs. Foster discussed the canceling of numerous events. They stated that the majority of these events and contest will be rescheduled when the district returns to session.
A. Principal's Report:

Principal, Rodney Delmont reported to the board that the high school scholar bowl took first place in the PCL Conference Tournament.

Elementary Principal, Traci Foster reported on character education and Elementary Student Council Community Service – Blessing Bags. 

Both principals voiced how proud they were of the staff for pulling together during this difficult time.
B.   Superintendent's Report:
1.  Finance-Superintendent, Eric Wilken, updated the board on school finances which included preliminary budget updates for the 2020-2021 school year. Wilken is predicting a balanced budget. Also discussed was the  Coronavirus: history states we will likely see a decline in state revenue as well as a decline in the Foundation Formula. Dr. Wilken stated that certified/classified staff would not see any pay cut during the Coronavirus closure.
2.  Safety – Topics discussed were participation in the statewide tornado drill, SPO training, and Covid-19 - Due to COVID-19 (Coronavirus) Weaubleau School will be closed from Tuesday, March 17 – Monday, March 30. During this time all extra-curricular practices and other after school activities are canceled as well. The District’s current plan calls for practices/activities to resume when school returns on Tuesday, March 31 and contests beginning on Saturday, April 4.  Wilken stated the closing could be extended with guidance from the local and state health departments, the State Department of Education, and the CDC. Administration commended the entire staff for working together in this tough time. Alternative Methods of instruction were developed and handed out for all preschool -12th grade students as were 5 days worth of Super-Snacks.  The district plans to pass out another weeks supply of Super-Snacks on Tuesday, March 24.  Parents will have a pickup and delivery option.
