Course Credit and Withdrawing from a Course

PARTIAL CREDIT FOR A FULL CREDIT COURSE
If a student fails the first semester of a full credit course but receives a passing grade the second semester, he/she may receive either a full credit or a half credit for the course based upon his/her progress, ability, plans made with the teacher, and nature of the course. However, if a student passes the first semester but fails the second semester, the student will only receive a half credit for the first semester’s work. Students failing a second semester math course will repeat the entire course and the first semester credit will become an elective credit. Students who choose to withdrawal from a full credit course are subject to the first semester credit becoming an elective credit.
WITHDRAWAL FROM A COURSE

The student must complete both nine weeks of a semester course with a passing grade to receive any credit for that course. Grades at nine weeks reflect a grade in progress and can be raised to earn credit for the entire semester.  Class changes are discouraged but can be made within the first two days of a semester. All changes must be planned through the counselor. Any changes after the third day of the semester must be approved by the administration.
AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION 

INTRO TO AGRICULTURE- This yearlong course offers an introduction to major phases of the agriculture industry.  The purpose of this class is to introduce students to the importance of agriculture in our community and in life.  Topics to be covered in this class are:  Importance of Agriculture, Opportunities in Agricultural Education & FFA, Careers in Agriculture, Animal Science, Plant Science, Agricultural Issues, and Introduction to shop.  Students will also get to spend time participating in classroom activities in the greenhouse and shop.  Instruction in leadership development and FFA will be included.  This course is strongly recommended for students who wish to be involved in the Agriculture Education Program and the FFA.

Laboratory experience will include: greenhouse operations, plant propagation methods, planting and transplanting of flowers and vegetable crops and the marketing of these plants produced. A part of student’s grade will include taking part in the school plant sales program in the spring of the year. Students will also participate in other Agricultural Education and FFA activities.

ABD will include classroom activities as well as further study of the field in which one is working and will provide discussion regarding real-world experiences and applications that students encounter in owning and managing a business.   Work logs will be required.  
      No ABD site will be approved in which the student is presently employed or was employed during the previous school year or summer prior to the senior year, unless approved by the instructor prior to the start of school.                                      

     The student is required to have secured employment prior to the deadline announced in May of their junior year.  This involves contacting the employer, reviewing class requirements, and being offered employment.  Pre-enrollment schedules will be changed if the student has not secured a position.  

     A maximum of one-half unit of credit will be given for a minimum of 65 classroom hours of work experience per semester.  Students enrolled in ABD may not be employed by a close relative.  (A close relative would include natural or step-grandparents, parents, brothers, sisters, uncles, or aunts.)

Eighth grade state assessments and MAP testing will determine where a student begins his/her progression in math:   Pre-Algebra , Algebra A and  B or Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra II,  Algebra III* or Pre-Calculus**, Calculus.  

***College-bound students should attempt to take one math class per year of high school.  Those students who wish to “double-up” and take two math courses in a year should do so only if they wish to take Calculus and did not take Algebra I in eighth grade.  With instructor permission, this student could “double-up” the year following Algebra I by taking Geometry and Algebra II together.   

PRE-ALGEBRA - This course will integrate the foundations of algebra and geometry with investigations and applications of algebraic concepts.  Additionally, units concerning consumer skills will be introduced throughout the year.

This course is a recommended for anyone interested in medicine, pharmacy, nursing, engineering or agriculture. This is a college prep class.

INTEGRATED SCIENCE-This course draws upon the principles of several scientific specialties—earth science, physical science, biology, chemistry, and physics. Common themes covered include systems, models, energy, patterns, change and constancy. This course will use appropriate aspects from each specialty to investigate applications of the theme, and is intended for students that will not need upper level science courses in college.

PHYSICS- Physics is the study of force and energy. The purpose of this class is to expose the student to the general principles and laws of nature that govern the universe.  This course is recommended to individuals who are interested in electronics, electricity, engineering, medicine, technology, space technology, and agriculture. This is a college prep class.

SOCIAL SCIENCE

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT- The class aims to provide instruction in the basics of how the national and state government was designed to operate:  the executive, legislative, and judicial branches.  There is also significant emphasis on current issues facing the government and the American people. The class is useful to all students, whether college bound or not, since the civic principles taught are fundamental for citizens. The course content is based on textbooks historical documents, primary sources, as well as articles from contemporary periodicals, class lectures, news video, Supreme Court decisions and other online resources.

AMERICAN HISTORY- This is a required course intended to supply the student with a fundamental knowledge of that society into which he or she was born and lives.  Ideally it will acquaint the student with past events which have had a significant bearing on the course of American History.  This course will concentrate on the years beginning with the Civil War era and ending with the modern era.  Topics will include the settling of the American West, industrialization, overseas expansion, World War I, the 1920’s, the Great Depression, World War II, the Cold War, the Civil Rights Movement, the Vietnam War, and more present topics if time allows.  Along with lectures, discussion, group projects, and research, students can expect to read primary source documents and apply contemporary issues to historical events.

Course content includes textbooks, primary source documents, contemporary news articles, video, and other online resources.

This course aims to introduce the students to a variety of sources to use in keeping informed about current issues including print and video media. The first semester of World Geography will primarily focus on the Western Hemisphere (covering North & South America, while the second semester will focus on the Eastern Hemisphere (Europe, Asia, Africa and Antarctica).

Students will learn about careers involving robots as well as spend time in with local businesses to learn how they use robots in their professions. The USD 327 Board of Education has approved transportation to Salina’s Vocational School.  A limited number of juniors and/or seniors who meet specific requirements may be able to attend.  Those requirements include a good attendance record, the timely completion of credits toward graduation and selection by interview, if the number of interested students exceeds the limit.   Costs for the program fee and books will be covered by Senate Bill 155, Salina Technical College and/or the individual student.   Tools and uniforms will be the responsibility of the student.  Transportation MAY be provided by the school. If school transportation is not available, the students will be responsible for their own and the cost thereof.

TECHNICAL COURSES AND OTHER COLLEGE CLASSES
During one’s junior or senior year, a student may find career and technical education classes that relate to their career area of interest.  Those students can enroll in specified courses where tuition and fees are greatly reduced and sometimes free for the individual student.  Courses can be taken during a class entitled, “Virtual Course” during their school day.   Students will not receive high school credit unless arrangements have been made with the counselor and approved by the administration. Classes NOT taken for high school credit do not count towards a student’s GPA and eligibility rules do not apply.

FLEX SCHEDULING

SECOND SEMESTER SENIOR YEAR

Flex scheduling is an option that would allow a second semester senior to arrange a schedule with less than the eight classes required for other students.   KSHSAA regulations apply for students who wish to participate in activities. (KSHSAA requires that students must participate in five classes for eligibility purposes. Study hall/Study Skills do not meet the requirements for an eligible class.)  The EHS Guidelines for Flex Scheduling will be reviewed with and signed by the student and their parent(s) prior to activating this option.  
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Flex Agreement for _________________________ (print name)                
1.  Arranging a flex schedule must be done at the beginning of the semester

2. Students will arrive no more than five (5) minutes before their scheduled class should begin unless it’s a first hour class. Those arriving earlier will report to the library and not be in the hallways until the final bell of the previous class.

3. Flex students who are tardy to class will receive the same consequences as any other student in that class.

4. Flex student are held to the same attendance requirements as any other student in the class.

5. To participate in KSHSAA activities students must be enrolled in and passing at least five subjects. College classes taken for dual credit ARE figured into the formula. Virtual and college courses NOT taken for dual credit ARE NOT figured into the formula.

6. Local activities such as concerts, pep band or Ellsworth Singers and school dances will be looked at on an individual basis and participation will be granted or denied at the discretion of the administration. Any student with less than five (5) courses must seek administrative approval prior to the event. KSHSAA rule mentioned above governs participation in contests, KMEA or regional and state events.

7. If a student does not have a sixth hour class, but wishes to eat a school lunch, the student will eat during the lunch shift designated by administration. The student must leave the building or report to the library for the remainder of the hour.

8. Flex students must check in and out through the office on a daily basis for safety code accountability in an emergency situation. Flex students who wish to remain at school following a scheduled class must report to the office by the tone of the bell for the next class so the student’s plans can be noted for this purpose.

9. ABD time out of the building counts into the five classes for KSHAA.  Note that an ABD spanning multiple hours counts as one ABD course. (See minimum hours required for a credit in course manual.) Classroom aide time and study halls do not count.

10. Students may make arrangements with instructors to use their flex time for making up time for absences. The student can spend time in the office or in another agreed upon location, if authorized by the instructor. After or before school times may still be required for instruction or completion of work that must be done in the classroom.
