· Fund additional administrative assistant hours with the focus of linking community members with school functions
· Fund District Technology Coordinator responsible for assisting school staff

B.  The school district will, with the assistance of its Title 1 schools, provide materials and training to help parents work with their children to improve their children’s academic achievement, such as literacy training and using technology, as appropriate, to foster parent involvement, by:

· Implementing an at-home reading program

· Providing math home-links

· Child-friendly academic website links on classroom website

C.  The school district will, with the assistance of its Title 1 schools and parents, educate its teachers, pupil services personnel, principals and other staff, in how to reach out to, communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners, in the value and utility of contributions of parents, and in how to implement and coordinate parent programs and build ties between parents and schools, by:

· Fund additional administrative assistant hours with the focus of linking community members with school functions
· Supporting implementation of home-school connections such as Title I Family Night.
· Support and monitor the district website

D.  The school district will coordinate and integrate parental involvement programs and activities with Head Start and School Readiness, and conduct other activities, such as parent resource centers, that encourage and support parents in more fully participating in the education of their children, by:
· Distributing information regarding early childhood programming to families with young children

· Yearly meetings with kindergarten and preschool staff

Ada-Borup Public Schools will take the following actions to conduct, with the involvement of parents, an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of this parent involvement plan in improving the quality of its Title 1 schools.  The evaluation will include identifying barriers to greater participation by parents in parent involvement activities (with particular attention to parents who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background).
