He stated that esports drew a viewing audience of 27 million compared to the NBA finals’ total of 15.5 million. Miami of Ohio, Akron University, Shawnee State, and Ohio State offer scholarships with Ohio State also offering a degree in the program. Esports focuses on a group of kids that can be isolated, outcast, or nonathletic and helps them to work together towards a common goal.
