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the sidewalk going north to Divide Ave. and a staff member will help collect your
items.

If you would like to bring your items into the school, we are allowing 7-12 students
into the school building through the gym doors. Students will only be allowed into the
building one at a time. We are only allowing a maximum of 15 students in the
building at a time. Students will enter the building and immediately go down the
Junior/Senior hallway to return items to those teachers. Students will not be allowed
into classrooms. 7-12 students will return their devices to the HS study hall. Students
will then be instructed to move back toward the gym hallway through the
Freshman/Sophomore hallway, returning items along the way. We will have a table at
the end of the hallway to return library books. From there, students will enter the gym
to return any uniforms and to check gym lockers. When students are completed with
their returns, they will leave the building through the north doors of the gym. We will
require that everyone maintains social distancing at all times.
